Job Description: The project work will be in the following area: (i) decoherence effects due 

to soft radiation in QFT

Essential Qualifications: (i) M.Sc. degree or Integrated M.Sc. degree in Physics or 

Mathematics, (ii) research experience in quantum field theory, mathematical/numerical 

general relativity. 

 

Upper Age Limit: The upper age limit is 30 years as on the last date for closing of 

applications. The last date for receipt of applications is 30 June 2025. Applications received 

after the last date will not be considered.

2. Proof of date of birth. 

3. Curriculum Vitae (CV): Date of birth, postal address, contact details, and details of prior 

experience (if any) should be mentioned in the CV. Any other details relevant to the 

application also should be added. 

4. Statement of purpose (1-2 pages), as to what motivates the applicant to apply for the 

above post and why the applicant feels that he/she is an appropriate candidate for the post. 

5. A recent passport size photograph with the applicant's signature. 

 

Each applicant would need to mark the post(s) they are applying for, and provide references 

of two individuals whom the Institute can contact, if necessary, (email IDs and cell 

numbers/telephone numbers) for referral letters. These individuals can be either your teachers, 

or those who are familiar with your professional work.
